FAIRYTALE HAIR AND MAKEUP

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT


This contract is to certify _________________________________
as an Independent Contractor to Business Owner (here forth known as Tara Fontana) of Fairytale Hair and Makeup, and as such is not an employee of Business Owner and subject to the following provisions.

Please initial next to each provision to ensure your understanding.

1) Business Owner is held financially liable for agreed compensation to Independent Contractor and Contractor reserves the right to initiate any legal correspondence at Contractor discretion as needed for any compensation not received in the amount and/or time agreed upon by Business Owner and Contractor. As such, any changes made to financial compensation agreements are not bound unless expressed in written agreement between Business Owner and Independent Contractor. 
2) Business Owner is not held liable for any taxes or penalties for monetary compensation to Independent Contractor, and it is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to abide by tax laws according to state/providence/county where work is performed or taxes apply, and as such Contractor holds whole responsibility for any penalties that may incur if in violation of such laws.

3) Independent Contractor is held responsible for obtaining any and all licensing required by state/providence/county where work is performed, and does not hold Business Owner responsible if in violation of such, not limited to but including; penalties for lack of licensing, any and all legal actions taken by consumer regarding any aspect of work performed, any and all requirements of state, any and all zoning restrictions of states, and any other possible liabilities that may become a direct result of actual job performance. 
4) Business Owner is under no obligation to provide financially compensating work towards Contractor, and as such is not liable for any un-employment payments towards Contractor. Business Owner may or may not provide financially compensated work to Contractor at sole discretion, with or without stating reason for such. 

5) Business Owner and Independent Contractor both reserve the right to terminate contractual work at any given point with or without disclosing reason.
6) Business Owner reserves the right to terminate contractual work at any given point if the following has occurred:

a. Failure to appear at an event as contracted.

b. Monetary disputes between Contractor and Client that are not resolved within 30 days.

c. Failure to fully disclose any and all correspondence between Contractor and Client to Business Owner. 

d. Failure to impart due diligence regarding contracted work received by Contractor from Fairytale.

In the event of monetary dispute between Contractor and Client; Contractor is 

Held liable for any and all client disputes. Disputes must be resolved within 30 days of initial complaint. Contractor must have full disclosure of all correspondence during this time frame.

8)
All charges made on behalf of Fairytale Hair and Makeup must be assessed 

Within quoted rates given to Clients unless otherwise negotiated with Business Owner prior to event.

9) Independent Contractor does not hold Business Owner financially responsible for any supplies/dues/fees that may occur to perform compensated work, and as such is not held responsible for any reimbursement for such, unless agreed upon in writing. 

10) Business Owner will provide monetary aid for business promotion and/or advertisement of Contractors within the business, but not to be abused by Independent Contractor for obtaining monetarily compensated work without notification and bound agreements. If such occurs, Business Owner reserves the right to invoke any and all fees/reimbursement for business finances used for personal promotion. Also, Business Owner is not obligated under any circumstances to promote any one contractor specifically, and if so, does at Business Owner own discretion. Business owner is not held liable for any repercussions that may occur by advertising one Contractor solely, regardless of circumstances.  

11) Any and all portfolio pieces given to Business Owner become sole property of Business Owner and as such are not obligated to return/discontinue use of material at Business Owners discretion.

12) Independent Contractor is financially responsible for any work agreed to perform and not completed and is required to reimburse as such if apply.

13)
In the event that multiple Contractors/artists/assistants are needed to perform 

services for Fairytale Clients, all individuals MUST be approved by Business 


Owner 7 days prior to the event and no unapproved individuals may attend. Under 

no circumstances may unauthorized individuals attend Fairy Tale contracted events.

14) Contractor is fully aware the nature of Fairytale is to service Clients on location 


and understands there is no extra travel compensation. In the event the Contractor 


feels the location is outside reasonable distance within quoted rate, Contractor 

reserves the right to request additional charges assessed for travel. Once additional travel charges have been assessed and agreed upon by Business Owner, Client, and Contractor, the charges may not under any circumstances change. 
      15) Disciplinary action for violation of any and all above includes but it not limited to:



a. Probation for a term of no less than 30 days.



b. Temporary placement as an “Assistant” and paid accordingly.



c. Fines or other financial ramifications if needed.



d. Termination



c. In the event that the offense became a financial or other detrimental 



burden to Business Owner or Fairytale, a legal recourse may be assessed.

      16) Contractor understands that upon acceptance of a contracted event, they become 

solely responsible for the event. Should Client choose to take legal action regarding Contractor’s performance or failure to appear, Contractor assumes all ramifications resulting from this legal recourse. Should Client choose to assess damages caused by Contractor against Fairytale, Business Owner reserves the right to assess legal recourse against Contractor for any of the following: Slander, Financial, Loss of Business, Chargeback’s, Court Costs, Attorney Fees, and any other reimbursement the Business Owner see’s fit.  
Both Business Owner (Tara Fontana) and Independent Contractor have read and understood the nature of the business that they will engage in, and have certified and legally bound this contract by signature. If at any point there is a violation of this agreement, both parties reserve the right to legal discourse as seen fit.
